Because He Lives: John 14: 15-19
A. It is a good thing to know and to be certain that our Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ still lives. Because know He lives we can forget about yesterday, live today and look forward to tomorrow with hope.
(i) Many may not understand or accept the fact that we believe in a risen saviour who paid the price for our sins by dying at Calvary.
(ii) To some it just makes little or no sense for people to believe in God, much less having a saviour who died for the whole world.
(iii) Some say that Christianity is just an excuse for weak feeble minded people to believe in something to give them hope.
(iv) But our faith in God is because we believe with all our hearts that Jesus Christ rose from the dead to give us hope in a world of sin. John 14: 1-3 
B. We are making no claim to knowing everything or to be able to explain everything. But what we are certain of is that life does not end here and our hope is in Christ because He lives.
(i) Christians let the world believe what they want to believe about our God. Let them say what they want to say about our faith.
(ii) The wisdom of men will never be able to make sense of the gospel of Jesus Christ, our confidence lies not in men but in the word of God.
(iii) Because He lives we have confidence that all will be revealed in due time and we will patiently until come to fruition.
A. Christ will not appeal to those seek to explain the world existence and life by science, philosophy, metaphysics or any other thing that does not have God at its centre. 1Cor 1: 20-25; Rom 1: 20
(i) We hold fast the idea that there must be someone greater than us who controls the affairs of this life.
(ii) We do not believe that we just happen to be here by some cosmic accident in the universe, or that life came from nothing. 
(iii) We believe that this world and the life in it has purpose as well as design and God is the grand designer
(iv) We firmly hold on to the fact that God created something perfect and it was contaminated by sin.  
B. We hold that what man has destroyed by sin and disobedience God is in the process of renewing through the precious sacrifice of Jesus Christ. 2Cor 5: 21
(i) His death is our hope because He lives we know that we do not have to be destroyed because of sin.
(ii) If we have know hope in Christ then we have nothing left to live for, we are just merely existing waiting for the curse of death 1Cor 15: 19.
(iii) If Christ is not risen then we are left to get as much as we can out of this life because this is where it all ends.
(iv) But because he lives we can die with confidence knowing that our hope is sealed in the Lord
A. Because He lives it therefore is of outmost importance that we get to know who He is. Many know of Him but they don’t know Him. 
(i) To know Him is to love Him, is to trust Him and to obey Him, when w know Him we submit everything to Him.
(ii) No one can experience God for you, I can only tell you about Him and how good He is but until you come to know Him for yourself He will just be another person you have heard of.
(iii) To know God is to be willing to spend some serious time in His word understanding what His will for our lives is.
B. The Bible uses some of the most amazing terms to describe Jesus the Christ and every one of them has significance to the Christ hope. 
(i) Isaiah 9: 6 He is called wonderful, Counselor, Mighty God, Everlasting Father and Prince of peace.
(ii) John describes Him as the great “I Am”, there some seven “I Am” statements that Jesus makes in the book of John that means so much to the Christian hope.
(iii) He is called the Holy Lamb of God, the saviour, the Messiah and these are special to us because of the fact that we know that He still lives. If Jesus were dead none of these things would have meaning for us. 
A. Because He lives I help but tell the world what He has done for me. I was lost and Jesus found me. He did what no else could or was willing to do. Rom 3: 23; Rom 6: 21
(i) From time to time it would serve us well to look at what and who we were before Christ open His arms to us.
(ii) There is no pretty description of the destructive nature of sin in the Bible. There is none who comes to God who does not need to be cleaned up and polished. 1Cor 6: 9-11
(iii) Only the blood of Jesus Christ could put us back in a right relationship with God and for that we must be grateful and tell the world of what He has done.
B. When the apostle realized that Jesus had really fulfilled His promise by rising from the dead they were excited and went about declaring that He had indeed raised.
(i) They went about telling the whole community of the goodness of Jesus Christ, the things they suffered for doing so they considered joy for the cross of Christ.
(ii) When Christ has been good to you it is not something that is to be kept a secret the whole world must know.
(iii) We who have been recipients of His goodness are obligated to let the world know that there is a good God who desires to know who we are.
(iv) Do not be afraid to let the world know that Christ is your master you have nothing to lose but everything to gain. 
A. Because He live we can face tomorrow, all our fears have been laid to rest our lives now has worth where there was once only hopelessness. Christ lives to prove death a liar, because He gives us victory. 1Cor 15: 55-57
(i) Do we realize how many people in this world re living in a state of total darkness because they are hopeless. For the only thing to look forward to is death.
(ii) Because of this they try to find happiness in all kinds of things that ultimately destroys them.
(iii) When one has no hope beyond this life it is no different from just existing without living.
B. Because He lives our lives have meaning and purpose because our ultimate goal is to be found where God is. We have no confidence in this life we merely pilgrims passing through.
(i) This world for us is just like waiting in a train station for the train that will take us to our final destination.
(ii) While we are waiting we must not get too caught up with what is going on here because this is not where God wants us to be.
(iii) We must always be anticipating the day when we can board that train to our final resting place where we can at last be with God.
A. The joy of having a saviour who lives, is knowing that we do not have to give ourselves over to the fear of death.  Do we realize that all of what we know and enjoy in life will ultimately be destroyed by death
(i) No matter how happily married you may be for how long death destroys it, all the good friends you have will be left behind if they don’t leave you first, no matter how much you love your children or family death will cause a sad separation.
(ii) No matter how much of life you enjoy or how much you accumulate to enjoy death will is a certain interruption to it all.
(iii) Death is a curse that leaves so much of us terrified we often lose sight of what God has promised His faithful servants.
B. For the child of God death is not a curse but life because Jesus Christ rose from the grave on that fateful morning claiming victory forever and evermore. 1Cor  15: 20-22
(i) Because He lives we will not allow the pang of death to consume or control our lives but we serve God looking forward to the day He will receive us. Rev 14: 13
(ii) We will our lives teaching the truth of God’s redeeming love in sending Christ into this world to give us hope.
(iii) Death has not dominion over us because our saviour has already given us the victory through His resurrection from the dead.
A. Are you not tired of His way that you have been living? Why not come and give Jesus Christ a chance in your live today? Why not let Him have His way with you?
(i) If you are a child of His and you realize that you have been holding back on him today is that day where can renew your fellowship with Him because He still lives.
(ii) When all the world fails you Jesus will never fail for He is the same yesterday, today and forever more.
(iii) Stop living like a slave to sin and become a slave of righteousness because Jesus is alive and well.
B. If you are not a Christian then today is a good day to begin hold firmly to the Lord. Because He lives salvation can be yours whenever you obey Him.
(i) Why not prove that you believe He lives by giving your life to Him today, it is a decision that you will never regret making.
(ii) It is not worth it living a life without meaning, Jesus is the answer for the world today when there is no hope Jesus is the way.
(iii) Your life will be worth living because of the simply fact that He lives forever and ever.
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
