God Still Moves Mountains: Ephesians 3: 20-21 
Ephesians 3: 20-21
A. Life is difficult and whether or not we accept it will get more difficult as time goes by. Our approach to life will determine whether or not we make it through with our sanity intact.
(i) We all have some mountains in our lives that need moving. There is always something that causes us to waver, to stumble, to slow down, to give up, and to refuse to fight.
(ii) It may be a bad habit or practice, a sinful attitude or thought, a wrong  perception of reality, a weakness that is a continuous struggle, a painful experience that makes you feel unwanted, not trusting God as you should, it may be just about anything not listed here but it is still a mountain in you life.
(iii) All of us have a mountain or mountains that need moving and we desperately needs God’s help to have victory over them.
B. It is a joy to know that with all the mountains that we have in our lives there is one who cares about what happens to us. God can and will still moves mountains out of our lives for us.   
(i) It is good to know that even though our mountains often become more than we can bear there is one to whom we can cry Abba Father.
(ii) He constantly encourages His children to cast their cares upon Him for He cares for them without exception. 1Peter 5: 7.
(iii) God is still the mover and shaker of all things in heaven and on earth, there is no mountain in our lives that will be too great for Him to move or tear down.
A. Often what we view to be a huge mountain before us are really small hills in the eyes of God. God is able to turn all mountains into mole hills Jeremiah 32: 27
(i) As Christians one of the most useful lessons we can learn is never to evaluate your life in light of your present circumstances.
(ii) Things may not be going right for you at this moment that in no suggest that has to be your life as long as you live.
(iii) When we give in to negative thinking we are giving up and telling God in no certain terms that to turn your life’s mountain into a small hill is too hard for Him to do.
B. Now seriously ask yourself the question is there anything that is too difficult for God to accomplish in your own life. Ps 16: 8
(i) Your answer to this question is going to be determined by whether or not you confidently believe that what has accomplished before He can accomplished again.
(ii) Understand the same mountain that can move in the life of one person He can move in the lives of all persons.
(iii) I am also a child of the King and I am worthy of God also working in my life. Change in our lives is based upon 98% attitude, mindset and approach.
(iv) If I live believing that there is nothing too hard for my God my approach to my mountains will be one that always anticipates what is waiting at the top.
A. If we pay more attention to God’s words and follow His instruction our mountains may not cause so many problems.  Ps 119: 105; Ps 119: 11
(i) All mountains can be moved but they can’t be moved without proper instruction.
(ii) Every difficult problem has a favourable solution, but solutions are no good if we do not have proper instructions.
(iii) To overcome our mountains we must to act in faith knowing that what God ask of us is always the right thing to do. 
B. God will always point us in the direction to find out what is it we need to do in order for us to be over comers in difficult circumstances.
(i) Do not attempt to start climbing any mountain before seeking God’s instructions.
(ii) Even while you are climbing every now and then stop and ask God if you are doing the right thing.
(iii) When you have overcome your mountains reflect on the lessons you have learned that will help you again in the future.
A. The mountains in our lives exist to build our faith in God. Without mountains in our lives we cannot build faith the difficult times. Matthew 17: 20
(i) If life was just about living on easy street there would not be need of God in our lives.
(ii) Faith can move mountains but if we are not careful we will allow our mountains to move our faith. Faith combined with diligent prayer moves our mountains not our own strength.
(iii) We must learn to rely on God and watch as our mountains become less burdensome to climb and overcome.
(iv) For every obstacle and trial that we will ever face it would serve us well to use it as an opportunity to learn some great lesson.
B. Remember there will always be one more mountain that needs to be moved. 2Corinthians 4: 8-10; Rom 8: 31-39
(i) We will never stop needing our God to stop moving our mountains for us.
(ii) As He moves our mountains don’t forget to showers Him with praises, adoration and thanksgiving.
(iii) The truth is too many times after God has moved mountains for us we react with ungratefulness.
A. The mountains in our lives may act as tools to keep us humble and grounded.
      Just about for a moment what kind person would you be today if you did not have challenges to face in your life?
(i) Mountains in our lives help to keep us aware that it is God who is still in control.
(ii) You cannot know what is at the top of the mountain until you start climbing and keep on climbing. Every step takes you closer to the place where blessings can be found.
B. Even when I fail at climbing my mountain it will never cause my God to stop caring about me. 1Pet 5: 7
(i) God cares so much about us that He will not put mountain in our path that we cannot climb.
(ii) We need to have the correct gear in order to make the mountains in our lives if we not have proper equipment we fail and climbing even before we begin.
(iii) Don’t allow the mountain in your life to fall down on you and crush you to death. Mountains are heavy and they will destroy us if we let them.
A. What is your mountain today what is your struggle? What is that one thing you want God to help you with? Because God still moves mountains. 
(i) How long are you willing to struggle all on your own?
(ii) How many more sleepless nights and miserable days are you willing to endure?
(iii) How many more disappointments are you willing to face in your life? Our God still moves mountains.
B. Ephesians 3: 20-21. This is a beautiful text that sums up the power of the God that we serve in very simple words.
(i) Paul says that our God is able to do not just the average things that just about anyone can do.
(ii) He is able to do immeasurably more, exceedingly abundant, beyond the ordinary above all that we can ask or even conceive in our minds.
(iii) There is nothing going on in our lives that God is unable to turn around into something great and worthwhile. 
B. When we want our mountains to be moved we must call out to God in a sincere way. Let Him know what is going that you are in need of His help Ps 145: 18	
(i) Do not try to move your mountain first then consult God when you have fail.
(ii) Even before you have a mountain to move in your life make sure that you and God are in good company.
(iii) We have a bad habit of only making friends with God when we find ourselves in problems that we have no solutions for. 
A. When we take time to establish a firm relationship in Christ it is not that there will not be mountains before us, but we will have Christ with us to take our hands and guide us up to the top of every steep mountain.  
(i) You will never see one set of footprints in the sand if you are firmly planted in Christ.
(ii) Christ is the solid rock on which our feet should be planted.
(iii) It is only when we are walking with Him that we can turn our mountains into molehills.
(iv) Your mountains don’t have to cast you down with Christ mountains can be the building block of your life.
A. Even while you are climbing a mountain in your life you can choose to live your life at the top. Phil 4: 6; Phil 4: 1-12; Phil 4: 19
(i) It is not our mountains that we climbing that determine our life’s because the power of God gives victory in our lives.
(ii) Do not allow your circumstances to define how you live your life, if you do so you will find that your disappointments will be many.
(iii) Learn to live your life in anticipation of the challenges that lay ahead, ray every day and ask God for strength and endurance that when the mountains come you will climb knowing that at the top there is blessing waiting there.
B. Here are some ingredients for successful mountain climbing in the life of the child of God.
(i) A positive attitude Rom 12: 1-2
(ii) A prayerful heart 1Thess 5: 17
(iii) A thankful spirit – always give thanks with a grateful heart
(iv) A soul of love, joy and peace 
(v) These things are sure mountain movers, they have been tried tested and have never failed any child of God who is willing to act in faith. 
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
